AUTHORIZING the City Manager, or his designee, to apply for and accept grant funds 1 
from the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program through the Federal 2 
Emergency Management Agency in the amount of $213,750.00 for 3 
voluntary mitigation of flooding in the Busch Building basement and to 4 
enter into necessary contracts to carry out the grant; and to amend 5 
the budget of the Department of Finance for Fiscal Year 2015-2016 in 6 
the amount of $285,000.00 to appropriate the grant funds and to 7 
account for a transfer from the City’s Self-Insurance Fund; and 8 
declaring an emergency. 9

WHEREAS, the City has the opportunity to apply for and accept Federal 12 
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) grant funds for voluntary mitigation of 13 
flooding in the Busch Building basement; and  14

WHEREAS, an amendment to the budget of the Department of Finance for Fiscal 16 

Year 2015-2016 has been approved and recommended by the City Manager.  17

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 19 
SPRINGFIELD, MISSOURI, as follows, that: 20

Section 1 – The City Manager, or his designee, is hereby authorized to accept a 22 

grant from FEMA’s Hazard Mitigation Grant Program in the amount of $213,750.00 for 23 
receipt and use by the Department of Finance, and to do all things necessary to carry 24 
out the grant including the execution of contracts, provided the form of the contract is 25 
approved by the City Attorney. 26

Section 2 – The budget of the Department of Finance for Fiscal Year 2015-2016 28 

is hereby amended in the accounts and in the amounts as shown on Budget Adjustment 29 
No. 0052, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as 30 
“Exhibit A.” 31

Section 3 – The City Council hereby finds that the budget adjustment made 33 
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above has been recommended by the City Manager. 34 
35 

Section 4 – The City Manager is directed to cause the appropriate accounting 36 
entries to be made in the books and records of the City.  In the event additional funding 37 
is provided under this grant by the grantor, the Director of Finance is hereby authorized 38 
to adjust this appropriation by an amount not to exceed 20 percent of the sum shown in 39 
“Exhibit A.” 40

Section 5 – The City Council hereby finds and declares that this ordinance 42 

authorizes the acceptance of grant funds from the State of Missouri and may be passed 43 
as a one-reading ordinance under City Charter Section 2.16(25) as it relates to a 44 
contract for the acceptance of grant funds from a state or federal agency.  This 45 
ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after passage. 46

EXPLANATION TO COUNCIL BILL NO: 2016-

ORIGINATING DEPARTMENT:  Finance 

PURPOSE: To authorize the City Manager or his designee to apply for and accept grant 
funds from the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) through the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA) in the amount of $213,750.00 for voluntary mitigation of 
flooding in the Busch Building basement and to enter into necessary contracts to carry out 
the grant; and to amend the budget of the Department of Finance for Fiscal Year 
2015-2016 in the amount of $285,000.00 to appropriate the grant funds and to account for 
a transfer from the City’s Self-Insurance Fund.    

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Due to severe storms and flooding that began 
December 26, 2015, the State of Missouri requested and received a federal disaster 
declaration (FEMA-4250-DR-MO) on January 21, 2016.  As a result of the disaster 
declaration, the State of Missouri will receive post-disaster HMGP funds to distribute to 
eligible applicants who submit eligible projects.   

This council bill authorizes the City Manager or his designee to apply for the FEMA Grant 
and to enter into the necessary agreements with FEMA and the Missouri State 
Emergency Management Agency (SEMA) should the City be awarded the grant funding. 
A 25 percent non-federal match ($71,250.00) is required and anticipated to be funded 
from the City of Springfield’s Self-Insurance Fund. 

This ordinance authorizes the acceptance of grant funds from the state or federal 
government and may be passed as a one-reading ordinance under City Charter Section 
2.16(25) as it relates to a contract for acceptance of grant funds from a state or federal 
agency. 

REMARKS: The Department of Finance recommends approval of this Council bill and 
budget adjustment appropriating the grant funds.
