The Tenth Annual Springfield/Greene County Choose Environmental Excellence awards were 

presented, Wednesday, April 14, 2010, at a luncheon at the Springfield Area Chamber of Commerce, 

as a part of Springfieldôs Earth Day festivities.  Awards were presented by eight organizations. 
 

The Watershed Committee of the Ozarks recognized Sue Dyle, Rebecca Zigler, and Misty Mitchell 

for their dedication to the Wonders of the Outdoors Learning Facility -- WOLF School. The WOLF 

School is an innovative learning opportunity for Springfield 5
th
 graders. The WOLF Mission is: to 

achieve academic excellence through a rigorous core academic program, in the context of the outdoors 

and conservation science, which instills a sense of integrity and respect of the natural world. The 

WOLF Vision is: to create and utilize extensive and intentionally designed expeditionary learning 

experiences as meaningful extensions of the classroom. Misty Mitchell was instrumental in helping 

establish the program and continually provides support to the teachers professionally at Wonders of 

Wildlife, and personally. The teachers, Sue Dyle and Rebecca Zigler, are dedicated, creative and 

innovative teachers who stepped onto the job with the added task of developing a curriculum nearly 

from scratch.  The teachers make the most of the special opportunities the WOLF School provides. 

We are, indeed, fortunate to be one of the very few communities in the country that receives the 

benefit of a school program like the WOLF School. Loring Bullard, Executive Director, presented the 

award.  
 

Solid Waste Management District ñOò Executive Board recognized two recipients for the 2010 

District ñOò Environmental Service Award.  This year, they wanted to recognize support and 

assistance given to District ñOò recycling centers by helping those centers provide recycling drop-off 

services to the 23 cities in their service region of Christian, Dallas, Polk, Webster and Greene 

Counties. Greenway Recycling, with businesses in Fordland and Springfield, and Fiber Management 

in Republic, deserve this award equally. These two large recycling processors serve as markets for 

recycling drop-off centers, giving area municipalities a reliable outlet for the recyclable materials they 

collect.  Jim VonBehren, the owner of Greenway and Rod Triplett, owner of Fiber Management, go 

out of their way to insure those markets are always available, sometimes at no profit to their 

businesses. Additionally, for the more than eleven years Jim has owned Greenway, he has devoted 

valuable floor space inside his Fordland facility to serve as a recycling drop-off center for Fordland. 

Employees take time away from business to assist citizens in unloading and drop off, which is often a 

very small amount of material. Rod opened Fiber Management six years ago.  He furnished land for 

the City of Republic to build a fenced recycling drop-off center.  Rodôs employees staff the center five 

days a week, taking time away from their duties to provide this service, thereby saving the City of 

Republic the expense of staffing the center.  Greene County Administrator and Solid Waste 

Management District ñOò Chair, Tim Smith presented the award.  
 

The Springfield/Greene County Environmental Advisory Board recognized City of Springfield 

Mayor Pro-tem Dan Chiles as the recipient of their Boardôs Environmental Excellence Award.

Council member Chiles has served Springfield as a strong 

and courageous voice for the environment for decades, as an 

innovative businessman, a member and chair of the 

Watershed Committee of the Ozarks, as an member of the 

City Utilities of Springfield Board of Directors, a founding 

member of the Ozarks New Energy, Inc., and, most recently, 

for three years, as a City of Springfield councilmember and 

Mayor Pro-tem.  
 

Dan has been a champion for clean water, smart growth, 

sustainable and local agriculture and clean and renewable 

energy.  Without apology, he has spoken out about the Cityôs 

responsibility to address climate change, and to protect water 

supplies from pollutants such as PAHs from coal tar sealants 

on parking lots, even when those topics were controversial.  

On this last issue, Mr. Chiles has directly supported the n-

depth work of the Environmental Advisory Board and has 

been the Boardôs advocate to the Springfield City Council in 

EABôs efforts to promote a ban on coal tar sealants. EAB 

recognizes the value of having well-informed, credible and 

courageous voices like Mr. Chiles in policy-making positions, 

who will evaluate all decisions through the lens of the triple 

bottom line of environmental responsibility, economic 

viability and social justice.
