 EXPLANATION TO COUNCIL BILL NO. 2010 - 
 
ORIGINATING DEPARTMENT: Planning and Development 
 
PURPOSE:  To call an election on June 8, 2010, to determine whether the ¼-cent Capital 
Improvements Sales Tax should be extended for an additional three years (Staff recommends 
approval).  
 
BACKGROUND:   
 
The citizens of Springfield first approved the ¼-cent Capital Improvements Sales Tax in August 
1989 with a three-year sunset provision. The citizens also approved subsequent ¼-cent Capital 
Improvements Sales Tax referendum every three years with the last approval in February 2007. 
 
STAFF COMMENTS:   
 
City Council reviewed a preliminary list of projects on February 9, 2010, and approved the City 
hosting two public open houses and collecting comments via a City web site survey. The two 
public open houses were held on February 16 and 18 and were attended by 34 citizens, who 
turned in 11 comment cards. There were 174 responses made via the web site survey. The open 
houses and survey provided additional input to staff and City Council in selecting the final list of 
projects (attached) to go to voters in the June 8, 2010, election. 
 
All projects promised in the previous ¼-cent referendums have been completed, are under 
contract or will be under contract in 2010. This ordinance would place the extension of the ¼-
cent Capital Improvements Sales Tax on the ballot for June 8, 2010. It is estimated that the sales 
tax will generate approximately $26,000,000 for capital improvements over a three-year period. 
Attached is a list of projects to be funded. As in the past, the proposed project list includes 
traditional infrastructure projects, continuation projects started in previous ¼-cent sales tax 
renewals, and new projects. 
 
Passage of the ¼-cent Capital Improvements Sales Tax by voters will extend the tax to October 
2013. This explanation declares an emergency because it pertains to calling an election.
