The Health Department budget is supported by dedicated taxes, the State of Missouri, Greene County
and revenue generated by services such as birth certificate sales and water testing. When there is a
shortfall between those revenues and actual expenditures a general revenue transfer occurs.

The largest portion of the annual budget is personnel. The budget must be based on employing a full
staff. Every year there are vacancies. Those vacancies reduce the required general revenue transfer.

In recent years there have been extraordinary opportunities for revenue in birth certificate sales due
to state requirements for obtaining driver’s license renewals. In addition there was a contract with
the state to perform water testing for the region. Those two situations accounted for the low transfer
required in fiscal year 05-06.

Normally due to vacancies the transfer can be expected to be between 50% and 60% of the budgeted
amount,

If we reduce our general fund transfer budget by 36% as proposed and by chance we have reduced
revenues or lower than expected vacancies, we would have to make reductions. Those reductions
could include hiring freezes, elimination of positions and/or programs, or other reductions depending
on the magnitude of the shortfall.

" A risk based food inspection program is one that uses an inspection

approach that evaluates and focuses on the reduction of risk factors known to cause or
contribute to foodborne illness and to promote active managerial control of these risk

factors and uses the associated risk level of a food operation to determine inspection frequency.

Risk level assignment will use the terms low, medium, and high. These terms
will generally be applied in the following manner:
e Low risk level - food operation that has limited food handling.
e Medium risk level - food operation that prepares food for immediate sale or service.
e High risk level - food operation that prepares a wide variety of foods often with multiple
steps and processes and may prepare food in advance of service or sale.
