Burglaries of Cherokee Middle and Wanda Gray Elementary Schools

CRIME STOPPERS and the Greene County Sheriff’s Department are asking for help in identifying the suspects in the
burglary of Cherokee Middle School, 403 E. Farm Road 182 (Plainview Road), Springfield, MO, on May 31, 2008, at
1:00 AM. Three white males, probably in their teens, entered the building through a door near an area of new
construction. They were inside the building for at least 40 minutes and vandalized
classrooms, urinated in a computer printer, and stole three computers. The three were
caught on surveillance videos and covered their faces and heads with t-shirts.

The first suspect was wearing blue jeans and a white t-shirt. He also had what appeared
to be a red t-shirt over his head. The second male was wearing blue jeans, a dark-
colored belt and a light gray t-shirt over his head. He had what appeared to be light
colored tennis shoes on his feet. He has dark hair and his face is shown in surveillance
photos. The third suspect was wearing tan cargo-type shorts with a brown belt, a green
shirt covering his face and head, and dark colored shoes. On one of the surveillance
videos, this suspect was wearing a predominantly pink, furry jester hat with bells or
tassels dangling from the points.

The Greene County Sheriff’s Office is also asking for help in identifying suspects who
burglarized Wanda Gray Elementary, 2102 W. Farm Road 182, at about 3:00 AM on
June 28. There are no surveillance photos of suspects in this burglary.
