














40. Address required sight distance for proposed street (and potential driveway) intersections
with respect to street classification. (Sub. Regs. 8403(1), 8410)

41. Show all established access limitations. (Sub. Regs. 8503(2)(c))

42. Eleven (11) prints of the proposed development (one of which is a black-line 11" x 17").
Twelve (12) prints if on a State Highway. Make sure they are signed and sealed by the
design professional(s) who prepared the plat in accordance with State law. When a
technical report is required, submit three (3) copies, signed and sealed by the professional
who prepared the report. (Sub. Regs. §8503(2))

43. A Preliminary Plat Application completed and signed by the property owner. (Sub. Regs.
8206(3))

44, Plat fee. (New plat: $885.00 Plat renewal: $510.00) Note: Fees are non-refundable. (Sub.
Regs. §206(3))
