The City Council met in regular session August 8, 2016 in the Council Chambers
at Historic City Hall. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Bob Stephens.
A moment of silence was observed.

Present: Craig Hosmer, Kristi Fulnecky, Phyllis Ferguson, Mike Schilling, Justin
Burnett, Craig Fishel, Ken McClure, Jan Fisk and Bob Stephens. Absent: None.

There being no additions, deletions or corrections, the minutes of July 25, 2016
were approved as presented.

The Consent Agenda was finalized and approved as presented.
CEREMONIAL MATTERS

City Managers report and responses to questions raised at the previous
City Council meeting:

Greg Burris, City Manager, announced the start of the Route 66 Festival
beginning on Friday, August 12, 2016. Mr. Burris stated the event will include a
drive-in movie, music and a parade along with a Ceremonial Groundbreaking. Mr.
Burris noted Sara Burr, Curator of Art for the Springfield Art Museum, received
the “2016 Promising Leadership Award” from the Association of Midwest
Museums. Mr. Burris stated the Springfield Art Museum received a 2016 Sparks!
Ignition Grant from the Institute of Museum and Library Services for the
“Art@Work” Partnership with Workforce Development. Mr. Burris noted Steve
Meyer, Director of Environmental Resources, received the 2016 Missouri Waste
Coalition Award. Mr. Burris stated the Springfield-Greene County Park Board will
be receiving the 2016 USTA Facility Excellence Award and congratulated Mike
Crocker, Assistant Director of the Dickerson Park Zoo, for his 40-year
anniversary at the facility. Mr. Burris noted Captain Ben King, Springfield Police
Department, graduated from Senior Management Institute for Police in Boston.
Mr. Burris stated Mary Lilly Smith, Director of Planning and Development, sent
out information in response to questions from the July 25, 2016 Council Meeting
and included information that was requested about Crossland Heavy Contractors,
Inc.

Councilman Hosmer asked if the smoking regulations at the Ozark Empire
Fairgrounds is regulated by the Fairgrounds or by the City. Mr. Burris
responded he believes it is regulated by the Fairgrounds but will provide
further information. Councilman Hosmer expressed his belief the signage
provided gives an inconsistent message about smoking regulations at the
Fairgrounds.

A general ordinance amending the
Springfield Land Development Code, Section 36-306, Zoning Maps, by rezoning
approximately 10.8 acres of property, generally located at 4018 and 4022 South
Lone Pine Avenue, from R-SF, Residential Single Family District, GR, General
Retail District and GM, General Manufacturing District to Planned Development
District No. 351; and adopting an updated Official Zoning Map. (Staff and
Planning and Zoning Commission recommend approval)) (By: Kaonashi LLC
and Lone Projects, LLC; 4018 and 4022 South Lone Pine Avenue; Planned
Development 351.)

Councilwoman Fisk recused herself from voting.

Springfield.

A special ordinance approving the plans
and bid specifications, and accepting the bid of Crossland Heavy Contractors,
Inc. for the Biosolids Treatment Improvements Project (Plan No. 2016PW0027s)
at the Southwest Wastewater Treatment Plant, in the amount of $32,389,415.00;
authorizing the City Manager, or his designee, to enter into a contract with such
bidder; and approving a budget adjustment to amend the Fiscal Year 2016-2017
budget of the Environmental Services Department for the Clean Water Fund in
the amount of 10 percent of the construction of this project ($3,200,000.00) to
cover contingencies and construction management services for this project.

Burris responded there were recent court opinions that may have removed the
option and stated he would look into providing Council with more information
concerning red light cameras.

Councilman Hosmer asked if the signals could be modified to add red light
cameras. Mr. Smith responded the proposed will bring the signals up to current
